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Description

A great enhancement from the Scripting user perspective would be to have the Scripting preferences, just like in the case of EPSG
Registry (JCRS), in order to have more control on the Scripting plugin initialization process which is is pretty slow at the moment.
Further the Scripting composer usually opens in background (at least on Windows), so the whole process could be further optimized
and more usable.

.getAction("tools-scripting-composer")

a.execute()

It opens the Scripting Composer in background.
